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The sun is the centre of the solar system, it is an enormous star that gives us warmth and heat, to help grow our plants and keep us warm etc. it was worshipped as the mightiest of gods by the ancient Egyptians. The sun however is not the biggest star in the galaxy. It seems very big and bright because it is only 150 million km (93 million miles) away from the earth. Light from the sun takes eight minutes to reach us; light from Sirius, the next brightest star, takes eight years! The sun is 90 million miles away from earth. The sun is made up by gases  
(70 % Hydrogen 28 % Helium

2 % Metals) and it is powered by a natural called nuclear fusion. Nuclear fusion takes place in the core of the sun where temperatures are around 15 million degrees centigrade. The sun has shone in the sky for nearly 5 billion years; scientists say that it has enough hydrogen in its core to “burn” for another 5 billion years, then it will expand to become a red giant before shrinking and becoming a feeble white star. The surface of the sun is 5000 degrees centigrade. The sun is the closest star to earth. Without the sun earth could not exist. About 100 earths could fit alongside the sun.
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NO! A lot of people think it does but it doesn’t the earth circles the sun on its own axis and while it is doing that its spins round and that’s what causes day and night. It takes 365 ¼ days for the earth to make one complete orbit around the sun.

So when your looking at sunrise or sunset think actually its not the sun rising or the sun setting it is us spinning so it just looks it.
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People have been entranced by the moon for centuries. The astronomer Galileo first looked through a telescope at this mysterious thing in 1609. he saw its strangely uneven surface; its mountains and crators; and its dark, lava-filled basins ( called 

“seas” ,) caused by collisions that rocked the moon during the chaotic begginings of the solar system. Form the earth, sometimes call a rabbit, a cat, a women or even the man in the moon. As the moon moves around its endless orbit of the earth, it seems to change shape In our sky, depending on how much of it is lit by the sun. but we always see the same face on the moon because it spins on its axis in the same time it takes to orbit the earth. It takes 28 days for the moon to orbit the sun.

YES ! The first person to ever set foot on the moon was a Russian man called Yuri Gagarin he went to the moon on the 12th of April 1961his first words when he looked back and saw earth where,  

 




We live on a small planet called earth – the only spaces in our solar system were life seems to be. Seen by an Apollo spacecraft orbiting the moon, the earth is a colourful planet of green spaces, deserts, deep oceans and fields of ice.  Life on earth is possible because our planet is just the right distance from the sun for water to exist as a liquid.  If the earth was a few million kilometers either closer or further from the sun, it might be a boiling cauldron such as Venus or a frozen wasteland such as Mars or the moons of the Jupiter.  Life is also sustained by the earth’s atmosphere – a thin layer of gas that surrounds the planet.  Of all the planets in our solar system, this atmosphere is unique because it contains so much oxygen.  The earth orbits the sun and spins like a top once a day.  This rotation and the earth’s atmosphere keeps temperatures from reaching extremes, such as those on the nearby moon.
